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General Description of the USB Mini/King Keyboards:

The USB Mini/King is an alternative keyboard with all the functions of a conventional
101 key, keyboard. The USB Mini/King keyboard for Apple or Windows computers
plugs directly into any USB keyboard port. It functions in parallel with the standard
keyboard, or alternatively, can be used alone.

Operation Details:
This keyboard has two modes of operation: MOUSE MODE and KEYBOARD MODE.

Keyboard Mode:

In this mode, the keyboard functions like a regular keyboard. Keyboard Mode can be
activated after using Mouse Mode by pressing <FUNC><K> on the keyboard, and is
indicated by the green LED lit above KYBD MODE.

The SETUP KEY on the USB Mini/King is either the Windows KEY for PC computers
or the Open Apple KEY for Apple computers.

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Windows Mouse Mode:

In this mode, the small, yellow arrow keys indicate mouse movement directions.

The following eight mouse movement directions are available using this keyboard:
up, down, left, right, up-left, up-right, down-left and down-right. There are seven
mouse functions which can be accessed using this keyboard: right single click, left
single click, right double click, left double click, dual button lock, right button lock
(drag) and left button lock (drag). The button lock keys simulate a “press and hold”
function so that items may be dragged around the desktop. Press any one of the
button lock keys followed by any one of the mouse movement keys. The button lock
function will remain ON until a button lock key is pressed again. Mouse Mode can be
reactivated from the Keyboard Mode at any time by pressing <FUNC<>M>, and is
indicated by a yellow LED lit above MOUSE MODE.
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Apple Mouse Mode:

In this mode, the small, yellow arrow keys indicate mouse movement directions.

The following eight mouse movement directions are available using this keyboard:

up, down, left, right, up-left, up-right, down-left and down-right. There are three
mouse functions which can be accessed using this keyboard: single click, double click
and drag. The drag keys (2 on each side of the keyboard) simulate a “press and hold”
function so that items may be dragged around the desktop. Press any one of the drag
keys followed by any one of the mouse movement keys. The drag function will remain
ON until a drag key is pressed again. Mouse Mode can be reactivated from the
Keyboard Mode at any time by pressing <FUNC<>M>, and is indicated by a yellow
LED lit above MOUSE MODE.

Switching between Modes

The FUNC key (red in color, found near the top right corner of the keyboard)
is the key which allows you to switch back and forth between KEYBOARD and
MOUSE MODE.

Hitting <FUNC><K> puts you in Keyboard Mode; <FUNC><M> switches you to
Mouse Mode. The LED’s at the top of the USB Mini/King indicate which mode
you are in.

. Branching Key

The FUNC key is also used in combination with other keys to allow the USB
Mini/King to transmit all the key codes of a standard keyboard. It is used mainly
with those keys on the keyboard which are subtitled with a red background. To
activate a function which is highlighted in red, you must FIRST hit the FUNC key.

Functions highlighted in red:
.Home

Page Up

.Page Down

.End

Function Keys

The FUNC key acts with the number keys to give you the function keys, F1 to F12.
To obtain a function key, you must FIRST hit the FUNC key, and then the desired
number. For example:

To obtain F1, hit FUNC key and then 1

To obtain F10, hit FUNC key and then 00
To obtain F11, hit FUNC key and then 01
To obtain F12, hit FUNC key and then 02

Note that the only valid key sequences that will be accepted after <FUNC><0> are
0, 1 or 2. At any time if you make an error, you can abort this sequence simply by
pressing <FUNC> again.
